With the holiday season behind us, Bev
and I want to take the time to wish you, and
your families, a most joyous and prosperous
New Year. Much activity has taken place
within SMART since our National Muster at
Lacey, WA. The Board just recently
completed the minutes of the board meeting
along with minutes from the general
membership meeting held during the
muster. We are truly sorry for the long delay
in the release of these reports, but there was
just too much country to see between
Washington State and the various home states of the members. The
general membership meeting minutes, along with the updated
Standing Rules are now posted on the SMART web page. If you would
like an electronic copy of these documents, please notify the office and
request a copy. Please take time to review these documents. In the
upcoming issue, a detailed 2010 budget will be presented for your
information. A number of decisions that were made during the past
board meeting, will be reflected in this budget.

On another subject that, as retirees, we need to pay close attention
to are the Health Bills that are being in Congress. In the latest budget
submittals from the Department of Defense, another attempt was
made to insert a TRICARE fee for military families by a whopping

21%. Fortunately, Congress stopped them. Secretary of Defense Gates
says he wants to work with Congress to pass the cost of health care
onto the individual retirees. These costs include; enrollment fees for
TRICARE For Life, Increased cost-shares and Co-pays, Higher
prescriptions drug co-pays, Fees for using military hospitals and
clinics, and taxing your TRICARE benefit as income. To support his
position, two (2) commissions studying the future of military health
care and compensation have concluded that retirees should pay more
for their health care. That includes retirees and their spouses or
survivors over the age of 65 pay enrollment fees for the first time ever
for TRICARE For Life, on top of the Medicare Part B Premium. During
the recent Affordable Health Care for America that was passed by the
House, specific language is contained that states “nothing” in the bill
“shall be construed as affecting” authorities used by the departments
of Defense and Veterans Affairs to provide TRICARE programs or VA
health care benefits. However, the Senate bill, the Patient Protection
and Affordable Care Act, doesn’t contain the same specific language
that the House bill does to shield TRICARE programs and VA health
benefits. By now, I believe that you can see that we, the retiree, need
to get involved. You can do this by contacting your Congressional
Representative and voice your concern. Do this by writing a letter
stating your objections and concerns. A phone call is nice, but a letter
is documented record trail.

As we enter into a new year, lets all take the time to look at our
future as a viable SMART organization. Many are looking to an active
recruiting and advertising program to generate new blood in our
membership. Others are looking at a concentrated efforts of mending
past errors and bringing back those that chose to depart our ranks.

While the By-Law
Committee is prepared to investigate and
weigh on any recommendations from the
membership, we are hoping for a quiet year
with no further major changes. As your 1st
VP I am only looking for blue skies, calm seas
and safe sailing for all.

Membership and Publicity committee
activities: First item is to introduce our newest
level of SMART membership eligibility
offerings. This new venue is titled SOCIAL
MEMBERSHIP and was approved by recent
SMART BOD action at the 2009 Nat’l
Muster. The authorization is included in club
SR 04.10; 4.02. A membership application
and cover letter may be obtained from
headquarters and utilized by individuals
applying for membership or by Chapters and
Regions as an additional “tool” in Recruiting,
Retention and Reinstatement. Basically the membership is
available for present and former members of SMART who in growing
numbers are no longer able to utilize their RV’s either own, lease, rent
or borrow) for SMART functions. There are many reasons for some of
our members no longer being able to utilize RV’s. They may however
attend a SMART function, including Caravans, as a registered and fee
paying guest of another SMART member in that member’s RV. We as
an organization also value and need their continued participation,
support, involvement and contributions for the continued life and
growth of our club. They must be present or former members of
SMART, and will retain or regain all current and future membership
privileges. So if you are a present member and eligible; you are
strongly encouraged to apply for this special membership. If any
member or chapter knows of former member(s) and would assist them
in reinstating their membership.....please do so. The dues are
reasonable and affordable. Special lodging accommodations will be
made for those that wish to attend chapter, region and National
functions if they so indicate a need.

Last item: I wish to make special recognition to John Farrell, our
newly appointed Recruiting and Retention committee chairman
and the “team” and program he is building at the National, Region
and Chapter levels. Please give him all the support he requests.

“encamped” in scattered locations in and about Branson’s numerous
CG’s and just too large an area to cover with available recruiting
assets. I sure hope all the efforts and work will result in new members.
John, myself, and others are busy planning for next year’s event and
details plus assistance from membership and chapters are “in the
works”. Details will be provided at the SMART Spring BOD meeting at
P’cola. Thanks for your time, effort, loyalty and most of all for staying

auxiliary membership).

H At this BOD meeting we established two (2) levels of Auxiliary
members
- for friends/family members traveling in members RV dues is

$20.
- for friends/family members traveling in their own R w/member
dues is $45.

2. Established a dues rate for honorably discharged veterans in
case the issue passes — dues will be $45/year.

3. Established a social membership status for those past members
of SMART that are unable to travel by RV any longer — dues will
be $25/year.

4. Established a new National Officer position — National
Recruiter/Retention Officer
The new BOD will work on the job description and filling the
position

5. Established a Spouse’s Advisory Committee

B They conducted a round table discussion period at this muster
and determined the committee was needed. They want to give
back to whatever community our National Muster is held. They
decided to begin immediately with a food drive for a local food
bank recommended by the Ft. Lewis Chaplain’s office. They will
work on creating a Standing Rule for this committee. Sally
Kavanaugh was selected as committee chairperson and Mary
Helen Mayhew is her assistant.

Jeff talked announced that the sign-ups for the Golf Tournament at
this muster will close tonight, 9/18/09. The tournament will take
place on Monday, 9/21/09 and will be a scramble tournament.
